Philippine exports have changed dramatically in the last 20 years.  We have coined the famous tagline of the export evolution of the country as “From Coconut Chips to Microchips.” 

In 1976, 80% of Philippine exports were predominantly resource based with electronics accounting only for 3% of total exports. In 2001, 53% of total exports is accounted for by electronics. 
This transformation likewise reflects changes in economic policies, and the presence of a productive human resource which have been tapped by known multinational companies that have poured in massive investments in their production bases in the country over the last 20 years.  Among these are:
Intel –largest microprocessor and flash assembly and test factory.  It produces the fastest Pentium IV microprocessors.  
Texas Instruments – Baguio plant produces the chips that power 100% of all Nokia cellular phones in the world and 80% of Siemens and Ericsson cellular phones.
Toshiba – has only 3 plants in the world that manufactures laptop and one of these is located in the country.  With the presence of Hitachi, Fujitsu, Matsushita and Toshiba, the Philippines supplies 50% of the world’s production of 2.5 HDD.
Moog Controls Corporation (Philippines) – bulk of electro-hydraulic motion control systems such as servo valves and actuators produced  goes to Boeing or Airbus commercial planes. the steering, suspension and braking systems of Formula One race car have relied on products made by Moog.
